	Earlier this year proposals to extend the Controlled Parking Zone to the south of Zone S1 were rejected by the City of Edinburgh Council Transport Infrastructure and Environment Committee due the number of objections to the scheme, amongst which were that the parking problems in Zone S6 were caused by the imposition of Zone S1; that the consequence of S6 as then proposed would be severe disruption to the majority of residents who do not currently suffer unduly from commuter parking; the disruption to small businesses in the area; and that the effect of Zone S6 would be to move the parking problem further out to the south of the proposed S6 CPZ. However, residents in particular areas within the proposed S6 area continue to suffer severe difficulties due to commuter parking, which also causes traffic congestion in these and other areas.  CEC was asked to review the impact of Zone S1; and to consider alternatives for parts of the proposed S6 Zone that would reduce the impact of commuter parking, without creating negative impact outwith the proposed S6 Zone.
A local panel composed of the 4 Ward Councillors, traffic officials and chaired by Grange Prestonfield Community Council has considered the options and the CEC TIE Committee report is available at: http://www.grangeprestonfieldcc.org.uk/wordpress/ or http://cpol.edinburgh.gov.uk/getdoc_ext.asp?DocId=131154. 
Draft proposals have been drawn up and will be on display in Newington Library from 20th November for discussion at the Public Meeting.
The meeting will be held at the Royal Blind School, Craigmillar Park, on Tuesday 1st December. The draft proposals will be on display from 6.30pm and a question and answer session will commence at 7pm, at which CEC Traffic Officials and our local Ward Councillors will be present to explain the proposals.
